Thank you for completing and returning my last questionnaire on certain personality traits and attitudes toward life and death.  You're right that "sometimes" is wide open.  And yet when statisticians looked at substituting "yes" versus "no" choices on that last questionnaire with options like "almost always," "most of the time," "a little of the time," almost never," and "never," the results were essentially the same as with the "yes" versus "no" format.  Your particular responses on that one showed a moderately strong ability to visualize things and to become completely absorbed in what you're doing at the moment; a fairly positive (but not unrealistically rosy) view of the future; and minimal anxiety about death, although you did express some concern about how and when you might die.
