Thank you for completing and returning my questionnaire about meaning and purpose in life and reasons for living.   You were right that that one included language that sounds jarring to near-death experiencers, things like "controlling" your life and "conquering" new worlds, rather than trying to understand your life and live in harmony with new worlds.  And I think including those concepts in that questionnaire will help illustrate some ways in which NDErs differ from other folks.  Your responses showed a strong sense of purpose and direction, desire to follow your goals, and acceptance of death, but less of a sense of control over your life.  Your reasons for living focused on your enjoyment of life and ability to cope with stressors, and your concerns about children and family, rather than things like moral injunctions against suicide, fear of suicide, or fear of social disapproval.
 

Thanks also for sharing with me your e-mail to Star about that fascinating interaction you had with Emily.  She certainly sounds like a gifted soul.  How did Star react to your e-mail? 
 
I'm attaching to this e-mail another questionnaire that I'd like to ask you to complete for me. This one asks more about your attitudes toward death and what may happen after your death. I'd be very grateful if you'd fill this one out and return it to me by return e-mail or regular mail.
